SCHOOL VISION

INTENT 
In Art our aim is;
At Hill Top we aim to provide our YP with the opportunity to explore and expand on their creative skills, for them to express their ideas, feelings and experiences in a visual and tactile form.
YP are encouraged to develop their imagination, original thought and personal expression.
To develop YP capacity to engage with, enjoy and critically appreciate a range of outcomes made by themselves, their peers and adult artists.
To promote a positive attitude towards other cultures and the skills shown.
To develop YP understanding of colour, form, texture, pattern and their ability to use materials and processes to communicate ideas, feelings and meaning.

In D&T our aim is:

For YP to be autonomous and creative problem solvers both as individuals and as members of a team.

To combine practical skills with an understanding of aesthetics, social and environmental issues, function and industrial practices.

To reflect on and evaluate their own and other’s designs and products.

To enable YP to talk about how things work and to draw and model their ideas.

To encourage YP to select appropriate tools and equipment and be able to use them competently, preparing them with transferable skills for adulthood.

To develop an understanding of Health and Safety procedures and encourage safe use of all tools and equipment

IMPLEMENTATION

At Hill Top Year 7 classes are taught by their class teacher.  Art and D&T are not discreet lessons on the timetable for year 7 classes, however cross-curricular opportunities are built into the curriculum, for example YP design and build a life size Iron-Man model linking in with the English Curriculum

YP in years 8/9 will be taught by a qualified D&T teacher, pupils will have 1 double Art/D&T lesson for 3 half terms throughout the school year. 

KS4 will be taught by a qualified D&T teacher, pupils will have 1 double Art/D&T lesson for 3 half terms throughout the school year. 

Pupils in 6th Form will have 1 double creativity lesson per week, YP will have an opportunity to choose which activities they take part in delivered by the class teachers and our Drama teacher.

YP in the Autism centre will be given the opportunity to experience Art/D&T with their class teacher in cross-curricular activities along with dedicated lessons delivered by L Angus, HLTA, whose specialism is in Art.

YP work in a whole class, small groups or individually to support the development of their skills.

Differentiation and personalisation are planned for within activities and allowance is made for ability and experience.  

Key Stage 3 and 4 pupils will initially follow the same scheme to upskill the Key Stage 3 pupils, with Key Stage 4 pupils being encouraged to work more independently.

Support staff are deployed effectively to enhance learning of individual pupils.

Additional opportunities for all pupils to take part in Art/D&T lessons happen during Friday afternoon Pupil Led Learning sessions.

Art and Design & Technology contributes to the broader curriculum aims by preparing our YP for life beyond Hill Top by giving them the opportunity to learn skills and to use tools and equipment that will benefit them in adulthood
The teaching of Art and Design & Technology enables pupils increase their independence and decision-making skills.
