Hill Top School- 
SCHOOL VISION 
We believe that all young people should be as independent as they can be, irrespective of starting point.  We will develop the essential skills of communication, employability skills as well as emotional wellbeing.  We want our pupils to be global citizens and contribute and be part of their community (local/national & international).  We want our pupils to be happy, confident, healthy, safe and have their voices heard.  We aim to prepare our pupils for life beyond Hill Top School.
INTENT 

We are aware of the way that PSHE supports many of the principles of safeguarding and links closely to schools Safeguarding, SMSC and British Values and anti-bullying policies. Our key aim through, the PHSE curriculum, is to support our pupils to develop the skills and understanding to keep themselves safe, in real life and online situations. To know how to keep themselves healthy by making positive choices to support their physical health but also their mental health, including emotional regulation and general wellbeing.  We want pupils to be able to participate and contribute to the diverse community they live in, showing respect and tolerance in all they do and also be able to advocate for themselves, communicating their needs as best they can and in an appropriate manner.


IMPLEMENTATION

We acknowledge that PHSE reaches beyond the timetabled PHSE lessons and that within Hill Top school we need to maximise of other times of the day, such as morning registrations, break and lunch times and snack times, to continuously reinforce the learning in a range of contexts. We also encourage teachers and class staff to use PHSE sessions to reflect upon and give further teaching to certain topics, if issues have arisen. 

During Key stage 3,pupils on the formal pathway students on the knowledge and understanding, skills, attributes and values they have acquired and developed during the primary phase. PSHE education acknowledges and addresses the changes that young people experience, beginning with transition to secondary school, the challenges of adolescence and their increasing independence. It teaches the knowledge and skills which will equip them for the opportunities and challenges of life. Students learn to manage diverse relationships, their online lives, and the increasing influence of peers and the media. This knowledge is then revisited and pupils will have opportunities to further deepen their understanding of the topics. 
By the end of key stage 5, some young people will leave home for the first time and live independently. There is a balance throughout this Programme of Study between preparing students to manage their current lives and laying the foundations for managing future experiences linked into ECHP outcomes. 
As students' progress through the key stages, the balance of PSHE shifts towards teaching related to young people’s current experiences. It is essential to provide a comprehensive, well balanced, reactive PSHE education programme throughout all key stages. This ensures students continue to learn about issues with real-life relevance to them, at a crucial transition point in their lives. The NOCN qualification allows pupils to continue to develop their personal development, while gaining accreditation. 
We acknowledge that a lot of our pupils can struggle to generalise their learning to real life context, so we aim to give pupils as many opportunities as possible to apply their learning to real-life situations, so they can demonstrate they have embedded their learning. We use a range of additional “drop down days” as well as specific national days or weeks to highlight certain issues or causes. 

IMPACT
All the pupils have EHCP outcomes, which are specific to their priorities and will be met with help from the PHSE curriculum. Pupils are assessed on Bsquared and also have opportunities for regular pupil reflections, where they can discuss what they have learned. We also monitor CPOMS incidents and should see a low number of incidents of bullying, homophobia and racism. 
We should see the impact of our PHSE curriculum in the confident, well rounded and respectful students within the school. Students should feel prepared for their next step of life, and be able to cope, as best they can, with the ever changing demands that are placed on them. Pupils should feel ready to advocate for themselves and have a good understanding of what they need to be able to support themselves. 
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
